OLD BUSINESS
CEU Audit Update

Ms Edwards reported that responses to the CEU audit are timelier than previous months, the AIA transcripts are more compliant to the date range (this was an issue in the first wave of audit responses) and there are definitely fewer “no responses” as well.
LEGISLATIVE UPDATE

Ms Trust reported that the Sunset bill passed but has not been signed by the Governor.
Retired Status 


Ms. Trust informed the Board that the Retired Status bill was signed by the governor and will become effective on October 1, 2011. The Board determined that the fee will be tied to the current active license fee (currently $68.00) and that it will be a one-time fee to hold the retired license. There will be no limit to the time to reactivate.
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Motion (IV) was made by Mr. Ey, seconded by Mr. Edmeades and unanimously carried to set the fee for the Retired Status license to be the same as an active license (currently $68.00).

NEW BUSINESS

Outreach Coordinator

The Division has hired Ms. Janet Morgan as the outreach coordinator. Ms. Morgan will assume the duties of overseeing the design boards’ newsletter "By Design” as well as other duties related to public and private sector communications. A warm welcome was extended to Ms. Morgan.
NCARB Annual Meeting Resolutions

The Board reviewed the Resolutions for the 2011 NCARB Annual Meeting and Conference, held in the Washington DC on June 22-25, 2011.  Mr. Edmeades will be the Board‘s voting delegate and Mr. Parker will serve as alternate.


The Board reviewed the resolutions. Particularly noted was NCARB’s initiative to make continuing education uniform for all jurisdictions. This subject is introduced in Resolution A.


This resolution will require that all continuing education requirements, for all jurisdictions will be Health, Safety and Welfare and requires that 12 CEU’s be earned each calendar year.  If approved by a majority of the Boards, it becomes model law. 
The Board will have to change their law. This item will be discussed further at the June meeting.


As recommended by Mr Edmeades and agreed upon by the Board members, this Board shall vote to adopt such a resolution.

Mr. Parker noted the opportunity for more Board members to attend the meeting as it is in Washington DC. Harry Loleas stated that funding is available for members to attend. Ms. Edwards will attend as the Member Board Executive.

NCARB dues increase was again discussed. The Board decided to table this discussion until the May meeting.
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Ejazur Rahman Visit

Licensed architect Ejazur Rahman appeared before the Board to seek approval for continuing education credits for the type of work he performs.


 Mr Rahman is the project manager for the State Department. He oversees multiple, large scale projects (i.e. embassies) in the United States and overseas. He tells the Board that he is often called upon to discuss his work as it is used as an example to design professionals and builders.

The Board reiterated that the spirit of continuing education is to expose the design professional to new and structured learning situations that will enhance the person’s skills and abilities and mostly to promote and protect the public safety.

They recommended that he create a course based on his work and submit it to the AIA for approval.
MEETING DATE CHANGE

So as not to conflict with the NCARB Annual Meeting schedule, the Board moved the June meeting to Wednesday, June 29, 2011.
