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CORRESPONDENCE 

Building Code Notice



The Board received a notice from Edward Landon, Executive Director of the Maryland Codes Administration. Mr. Landon apprised the Board of the proposed adoption of the 2012 International Building Code, the International Residential Code, International Energy Conservation Code, Maryland Building Performance Standards and Model Performance Code. Also in consideration is the International Green Construction code.  This memo to the Board was for its' information and for submission of comments it desires. 
NEW BUSINESS

Broadly Experience Foreign Architect 

The Board received an inquiry from a potential reciprocity candidate, who holds an NCARB Blue Cover, Broadly Experience Foreign Architects (BEFA) category.  The BEFA record from NCARB denoted the holder has documented long term qualified professional experience and has submitted to a rigorous review process to obtain this status. The reason that the candidate contacted the Board in advance is because he did not take the A.R.E.

 The candidate was educated abroad. Based on his foreign credentials and experience, he was granted licensure in Virginia approximately 10 years ago without being required to take the A.R.E.  Maryland law requires completion of the A.R.E. as a condition of licensure. Mr. Parker, who is familiar with the process, confirmed the rigor of the process and believes that one holding such a record from NCARB probably is justifiably qualified to be granted a Maryland license.

After discussion, the Board recommended that the candidate file an application. Additionally the candidate will provide information regarding the BEFA category's qualifications. At that time, the Board will determine if the information submitted meet the state's minimum requirements for licensure.
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OLD BUSINESS

Retired Status

Ms Edwards informed the Board that the proposed action regarding the Architect Emeritus license fee was sent to the Maryland Register for publication. Also, legislation for the continuing education bill is in the works as well making the requirement mandated by law and regulated in the Regulations.
