EXECUTIVE SESSION


Motion (II) was made by Mr. Parker, seconded by Mr. Ratcliffe and unanimously carried by the members of the Board present, to go into Executive Session at 9:45 a.m., 3rd Floor Conference Room, 500 N. Calvert Street, Baltimore, MD. 21202. The purpose of this session was to consult with counsel. This session was permitted to be closed pursuant to State Government Article, 10-508 (a)(7). Upon completion of this session, the Board reconvened at 9:50 a.m.

RECONVENE TO THE PUBLIC MEETING

Motion (III) was made by Mr. Bowden, seconded by Mr. Ratcliffe and carried by a majority of the Board to accept the report and recommendations of the Complaint Committee.
LEGISLATIVE WRAP-UP

Discussion of Special Fund

Deputy Commissioner Harry Loleas reported to the Board that SB267 passed and was signed into law by the Governor on May 13, with an effective date for certain provisions of the law of June 1, 2003.   Mr. Loleas presented details regarding implementation of a special fund structure for the Board and the other four design Boards. The Board members as well as all visitors received charts outlining all five design Boards’ estimated costs for FY04 based on actual FY02 expenses, and Mr. Loleas explained the breakdown of costs. Mr. Loleas also reported that the five design Board chairs, including Chairman Stephen Parker, had met with DLLR Secretary James Fielder on May 7, 2003.
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 At that time the Secretary stated his recommendation pursuant to SB267, with the concurrence of the Boards, to implement the averaging of costs and the adoption of a fee schedule by each Board to raise sufficient revenues to cover the direct and indirect costs attributable to the design boards, as well as to cover the costs of enhanced services during FY2004.

Proposed Regulations (09.21.04]

Board Counsel Milena Trust then presented to the Board and all present draft regulations related to the implementation of the averaging of the Board's costs with the other Boards, including a fee schedule.  After thorough discussion of each portion of the draft, the consensus of the Board was to proceed in establishing clustered averaged fees to be deposited, effective July 1, 2003, into the design boards’ special fund. 

Mr. John Corkill, representing the MSAIA representative, was provided the opportunity to comment on behalf of the industry.  He stated that although there had been some concerns regarding the clustering concept of the design groups' fees, the organization realized the need for increased fees to provide needed services to licensees and applicants, as well as the importance of all five boards acting in concert.

Therefore Motion (IV) was made by…Mr. Prescott, seconded by Mr. Bowden and unanimously carried, that pursuant to SB 267, to have the Board’s direct and indirect costs and fees averaged together with the four other design Boards. 

Motion (V) was made, seconded, and unanimously carried to approve the Emergency and Proposed Regulations including the following fee schedule:

SB 364

SB 364, the Continuing Education for the Maryland architects, was also signed into law and will become effective on October 1, 2003. The bill requires that licensees acquire 24 continuing education units at a rate of 12 units of continuous education per year in the two years since the last renewal of license.  

The Board expressed major concerns regarding the implementation of CE for architects, including the fact that the bill provides for no phase-in mechanism. The Board requested MSAIA, the proponent of the law, for suggestions by the June Board meeting. Motion (VI) was made by Mr. Bowden, seconded by Mr. Prescott and unanimously carried by the Board to make a formal request, in writing, to the AIA for recommendations for the implementation of the CE requirements.  John Corkill, MSAIA representative offered to lend a hand in the formulation of the CE program. The Board also asked Milena Trust, Counsel for the Board, for recommendations.


Motion (VII) was made by Mr. Bowden, seconded by Mr. Prescott and unanimously carried by the Board to request that DLLR notifies the licensees of the passage of the law. The notice shall include information about the requirements for CE as well as the effective dates. This notice should be made available to as many licensees as possible by the most effective and efficient means available.


OTHER BUSINESS

Meeting Date Change

In order the accommodate the revolving meeting schedules, the Board has unanimously agreed to change the June meeting day to June 24, 2003 at 1:30 p.m., in the 3rd Floor Conference Room.
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A.R.E. Exam Review Request


The Board received a letter from Mr. John Montgomery, an A.R.E. exam candidate. Mr. Montgomery requested to review the Site Planning vignette of the exam. 

The Board reiterated that this Board does not conduct review and strictly adheres to the testing and grading standards as set forth by NCARB. The request for review by Mr. Montgomery was denied.

Newsletter


Sally Wingo, Executive Director informed the Board that the mandated newsletter for all of the design Boards is in the works and should be ready for publication by mid-summer.

There being no further business, motion (X) was made by Ms. Gamper, seconded by Mr. Ratcliffe, and unanimously carried by the Board to adjourn the meeting at 10:45a.m.
