CORRESPONDANCE
Holtz Letter


David Holtz, architect, wrote to the Board regarding the retired status.  His license expired on May 22, 2011 and he does not have the required continuing education units to renew.  In order to qualify for retired status, a licensee must have a current license.  If Mr. Holtz does not take CE and renew his license now, he will not be eligible in October to apply for retired status.  Mr. Holtz requested that the Board allow him to apply for the retired status in November with an expired license.  


After a brief discussion, it was determined that Mr. Holtz could obtain the CE needed to renew his license considering that he has a 30-day grace period; or he could ask the Board for a waiver of the CE requirements for extenuating circumstances. If the Board grants the waiver, he can renew without taking CE and then apply for retired status after the law goes into effect.  Ms. Trust will prepare a response to Mr. Holtz explaining his options.

NCARB Annual Meeting Resolutions

Having scrutinized the Resolutions for the NCARB Annual Meeting and Conference in Washington DC on June 22-24, 2011, the Board’s Delegates and other interested parties are all poised to attend.
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Noteworthy is Resolution H, which proposes to increase the NCARB member board dues increase from $4000.00 to $8500 over the next five years. The Board is in support. 

Motion (IV) was made by Mr. Parham, seconded by Ms. Westerhout and unanimously carried to support Resolution H, incremental dues increase.
