NEW BUSINESS
NCARB-Member Board Executive Meeting

Pamela Edwards attended the NCARB Member Board Executive conference in Pentagon City on the first weekend in November. She reported that there were approximately thirty jurisdictions in attendance. Ms. Edwards summarized then conference as follows;
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NCARB will be contracting with a new exam vendor, Alpine Solutions, as Prometric's contract will expire in 2013. Prometric will continue to deliver the exam at their sites. 

"Fishing" was also discussed at the meeting. Currently 32 states disallow the practice and Maryland is included. Fishing is described as soliciting business in a jurisdiction where the architect is not currently licensed.


Also, the MBE meeting discussed the progress of the NCARB CEU initiative. Ms. Edwards heard other jurisdictions state that they will be implementing the new requirements. Like Maryland, many states will require a law change.

Meeting Schedule


Ms. Edwards opened a discussion regarding the Board meeting schedule. The Commissioner sent a notice to the Boards asking them to review their meeting schedules to determine if the number of meetings could be decreased. Currently, the Board meets every month, on the fourth Wednesday. Traditionally, the architect's Board reschedules several meetings during the year for holidays or to attend NCARB meetings.
The Board discussed eliminating one meeting per year by combining June and July or November and December. The Board discussed the effect of fewer meetings on signing applications.

Ms. Edwards suggested that the administrative staff could approve NCARB Blue Cover applications which have been fully vetted by NCARB. This change would decrease the number of applications that are approved and signed by the Board each month. Currently, approximately 80% of reciprocal applications are NCARB Blue Covers. Ms Trust stated that the law permits the Board to delegate this authority of the Executive Director or administrative staff.

Another alternative would be to call "special purpose meeting". Ms Trust will look into alternatives and report back to the Board on the feasibility.

From the discussion, motion (III) was made by Mr. Edmeades, seconded by Mr. Parker and unanimously carried to allow the Executive Director to approve NCARB Blue Cover applicants for reciprocity.
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OTHER BUSINESS

Stephen Parker advised the Board that he was elected to the Board of Directors of the National Architectural Accreditation Board (NAAB). He also serves on NCARB's Continuing Education Committee and on the Practice Analysis Task Force and Steering Committee.

Ms Edwards conveyed that all of the Board's bills are in the Governor's office. They include the CEU bill, Special Fund extension and firm permit legislation.


Mr. Edmeades is currently working on the NCARB Region II bylaws. Also, he informs the Board that NCARB' regions will exchange bylaws for comparison and possibly integration into a like set of conditions.

As the Emeritus Architects Status takes effect, the question arose again regarding whether a sitting board member can continue to serve if they switch to Emeritus Architect status. The members asked Counsel to research the issue for discussion at a later time.
ADJOURN

There being no further business, motion (V) was made by Mr. Bowden, seconded by Mr. Edmeades and unanimously carried to adjourn the meeting at 11:50 a.m.
