Jonathan Cantwell, an architectural intern from Washington DC asked the Board, in an email, for its' interpretation of "Architects Standard of Care" in Maryland. The Board asked Ms Trust, Counsel, to respond.

Ms Trust will reiterate the Board's statutory authority to impose disciplinary action for professional misconduct and criminal activity. She also pointed out to Mr. Cantwell the regulatory provisions relating to the "reasonable care and competency."
