CALL TO ORDER:

Frank Mancini, Chair, called the business meeting of the State Board of Master Electricians to order at 10:00 a.m.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES

The minutes of the Business Meeting and minutes of the Executive Session held March 27, 2012, were reviewed.  Motion (I) was made by Mr. Berg, seconded by Mr. Welborne and unanimously carried to approve the minutes as presented.  Motion (II) was made by Mr. Berg, seconded by Mr. Welborne and unanimously carried to approve the minutes of the Executive Session as presented.

OLD BUSINESS:  Continuing Education

Mr. Smitson explained the proposed regulation process to the Board members regarding the continuing education regulations.  The proposed regulations are still under review by the Department.  The Board members discussed the proposed regulations, including requiring that 5 hours of the continuing education credits be based upon a Code update..
CORRESPONDENCE:

Content of Continuing Education

The Board received correspondence from an individual suggesting that the Board consider adding Arc Flash Training into the requirements for continuing education credits.  The Board agreed to consider this suggestion when it reviews the public comments, after the proposed regulations are published.

Candidate Information Bulletin  
In response to an inquiry from a candidate, the Board reviewed page 3 of the Candidate Information Bulletin, Examination Content Outline, Section 8, Calculations (6.5-point items).  The candidate claimed that he was misled by this information because in fact each exam question is worth one point, not five.  Mr. Smitson agreed to contact PSI to request that the language be changed to indicate that “items” does not mean “questions.”  However, the Board did not find that this language would invalidate the candidate’s exam score.
Exam Review
The same individual also requested a waiver of the 15 day requirement for submitting a written request to review a failed exam and requested the opportunity to review the exam in another State.  Following a discussion, the Board agreed to waive the 15-day written request requirement for this one time and did not agree to allow the candidates to review the exam outside of Maryland.
Taking the Exam in Another State
The same individual also requested the opportunity to sit for the exam in Massachusetts, where he now resides, rather than being required to travel to Maryland in order to sit for the exam.  Following a discussion, the Board agreed to allow candidates who live outside of Maryland to sit for the exam in another State so long as PSI Exams operates an exam site in that State and follows the same process to protect the integrity of the exam and of the exam-taking process, including verifying the identity of the candidate.  Mr. Smitson agreed to contact PSI regarding this policy.

Motion (III) was made by Mr. Berg, seconded by Mr. Borz and unanimously carried to allow this candidate to review his failed exam and to retest in Massachusetts.
