Call To Order
Ed M. Hord, Chairman, called the regular meeting of the Elevator Safety Review Board to order at 1:30 p.m.

Approval of Minutes
The minutes of the business meeting held on October 6, 2011 was approved without corrections.  Motion (I) 
was made by Mr. Warfield, seconded by Ms. Wylie, and unanimously carried that the minutes of the business 
meeting be approved without corrections.  

Licensing Applications

Ms. Meyers presented the board with the final draft of the elevator mechanic and elevator contractor license applications.  There were no further changes to the licensing applications.  Ms. Meyers indicated that these new licensing applications will replace the old applications on the website.  These licensing applications will be available on the website by the next scheduled meeting.                               

Applications/Qualifications Review Committee
Mr. Warfield reported that the Applications/Qualifications Review Committee met on this date, reviewed and approved 25 initial elevator mechanic license applications.  There were 4 applications referred for further review.  The Applications/Qualifications Review Committee reviewed and approved 3 elevator contractor license applications. There were no applications referred for further review.    
Motion (II) was made by Mr. Meeks, seconded by Ms. Wylie, and unanimously carried to accept the recommendations of the Applications/Qualifications Review Committee.     

Examination Committee

Mr. Meeks stated that he is working on a list of other states that are using the NAEC CET questions.  Mr. Meeks stated that the Committee will confirm with respect to renovators if there is a test and how many companies offer the exam.  If there is more than one company conducting the exam the Committee will advice procurement on whether or not the board will proceed with this process.  Mr. Warfiled stated there are at least five companies offering the exam.  Mr. Meeks agreed to provide the board with more information by the next scheduled meeting.                    
Legislative Review Committee
Mr. Hord reported the Legislative Review Committee met on this date to discuss renovator regulations, COMAR 09.35.02 and .03 and revisions to Public Safety Article §12-837.  Mr. Hord stated that the final draft of the renovator regulations, COMAR 09.35.02 and 03 will be published in the Maryland Register for further review by the next scheduled meeting.  Proposed revisions to Public Safety Article, §12-837 final draft has been forwarded and will be presented at the 2012 Legislative Session for final approval.  
Sunset Review Update 

Mr. Loleas stated that the Department of Labor, Licensing and Regulation (DLLR) and the Elevator Safety Review Board received the draft of the preliminary evaluation conducted by the Department of Legislative Services pursant to the Maryland Program Evaluation act.  DLLR recognized the weaknesses identified in the report and steps will be taken to correct the deficiencies.  As requested,  the report was reviewed for any factual corrections and advised that no such corrections are required at this time. DLLR and the Elevator Safety Review Board would like to thank Marie Razulis for her professionalism throughout the evaluation process.  
On behalf of DLLR and the Elevator Safety Review Board, Mr. Loleas stated that we look forward to working with the General Assembly and Legislative staff in adddressing issues that were raised during the preliminary evaluation and any other issues that may arise in the future.  In reponse to the preliminary evaluation identified weaknesses, Mr. Hord requested that the board consider an overview of the budget.   The board agreed that a budget overview will be scheduled in the near future.                              
Old Business 
Mr. Warfield stated that board should consider reciprocal licensing and the volume of applicants applying for licensure requesting to take the exam.  If there is not enough applicats requesting to take the exam, the board should also consider reciprocal licensing. The board would need to verify other states licensure requirements based upon a similar criteria that appears in the langauge of the boards statute.  Mr. Warfield agreed to provide a list of states to Ms. Meyers in order to get the reciprocal licensure requirements from other states underway by the next scheduled meeting.  Mr. Krasnoff stated that the boards waiver of examiniation statute is limited compared to other states.  If the board request broader language then it would require a statutory change.                   
New Business
The board received two correspondance e-mails from Karen Kennnedy, Kencor, Inc. to address the issue on  whether or not the board should issue a temporary license to applicants who completed the AET exam until a board exam becomes available and Matthew Aird, Premier Lifts, requesting clarification of the safety code regarding private residence stairway lifts. 

Mr. Meeks stated that the board examination process is under review and until such time the board is not in  the position to issue temporary licenses to applicants who have completed the AET exam.  The AET exam an exam NAEC CET candidates complete halfway through the program.  If given the statutory authority to license accessibility applicants, the board will be in the position to address this issue at such time in the near future.  Mr.  McGeeney agreed to address the safety code issue regarding private residence stairway lifts in a seperate e-mail directly to Mr. Aird after the board meeting.
