Call To Order
Ed M. Hord, Chairman, called the regular meeting of the Elevator Safety Review Board to order at 10:02 a.m.
Approval of Minutes
The minutes of the business meeting held on April 20, 2012 were approved without corrections.  Motion (I) was made by Mr. Warfield, seconded by Mr. Yeatman, and unanimously carried that the minutes of the business meeting be approved without corrections.  

Chairman’s Report
Chairman Hord reported that the Board doesn’t have any new legislative proposals for FY 2013 as of this time.  He also informed the Board that COMAR 09.35.02 and -.03 final action will be published in the Maryland Register prior to the next scheduled meeting.  The proposed amendments to the fee regulations, COMAR 09.35.01.01 will be reviewed by the Board for any further changes during the meeting.                     

Licensing Applications

Ms. Meyers stated that the Board’s applications for elevator renovator mechanics and elevator renovator contractors have been drafted.  Copies of these applications have been provided to the Board prior to the meeting for review.  Ms. Meyers requested that the Board review and present comments concerning these applications by the next scheduled meeting.                               

Reciprocal Licensing 

Chairman Hord introduced Dot Mynahan, NEII that would take the lead in briefing the Board on reciprocal licensing with other States.  Ms. Mynahan on behalf of the National Elevator Industry, Inc. (NEII) in response to the Maryland Safety Review Board’s request for information regarding reciprocity with elevator mechanic licensing.  NEII believes reciprocity should not be limited to certain geographical areas because of the similarities set through the trade’s apprenticeship programs are similar throughout the United States.      
Ms. Mynahan explained to the Board that about 2/3 of the states have some form of elevator mechanic licensing.  In fact, Delaware’s new licensing for elevators take effect as of June 30, 2012, this information is accurate as of June 2012.  While the minority states do not reciprocate such as AK, AZ, ID, IA, KS, LA, MO, MS, NM, NC, ND, NJ, NY, OH, PA, SC SD, TN, and TX.  There are other States that do reciprocate and have model elevator law standard “substantially equal” to the requirements of other states such as CA, CO, DC , FL, IL, KY, MN, MT, OK, VT, WA, WI and WY.                      

Ms. Mynahan further explained that contiguous states to Maryland that reciprocate are Delaware, new as of June 30, 2012 [Delaware Dept. of states Division of Professional Regulations, Board of Electrical Examiners], 1400 [11.] and the District of Columbia, which has licensing yet to be implemented but has “substantially equal” tot the requirements of other states [DC Code 47-2853.96].  Pennsylvania, Virginia and West Virginia have no reciprocal licensing.  West Virginia presently removed reciprocity this year [Code of West Virginia 21-3C-10a and 11].               

Chairman Hord requested DLLR staff to provide the Board with any additional information to move forward with the reciprocating process with Delaware or any of the other states mentioned by Ms. Mynahan by the next scheduled meeting.     

Licensing Report Update

Applications/Qualifications Review Committee
Mr. Warfield reported that the Applications/Qualifications Review Committee met on this date, reviewed and approved twenty-four (24) initial elevator mechanic license applications.  There were no applications referred for further review.  There were no elevator contractor applications reviewed.  There were no applications referred for further review to the Applications/Qualifications Committee.    
Motion (II) was made by Mr. Yeatman, seconded by Mr. Meeks, and unanimously carried to accept the recommendations of the Applications/Qualifications Review Committee.     

Exam Update  
Ms. Meyers informed the Board that Mr. Loleas will send correspondence in response to their inquiry about a status on an exam update by the next scheduled meeting.       
Legislative Report Update
Regulation Action 

Mr. Krasnoff reiterated to the Board that the final action on COMAR 09.35.02 and - .03 will be published in the Maryland Register prior to the next scheduled meeting.  Final action on these regulations will take affect ten (10) days after they are published in the Maryland Register.  The proposed amendments to fee regulations, COMAR 09.35.01.01 was presented to the Board prior to the meeting for review.  

Motion (III) was made by Mr. Yeatman, seconded by Mr. Meeks, and unanimously carried to accept the amendments to fee regulations, COMAR 09.35.01.01.

Ms. Meyers informed the Board that Mr. Loleas will send correspondence in response to their inquiry about a status on the Sunset Review conducted by the Department of Legislative Services in FY 2012 by the next scheduled meeting.
