Call To Order
Ed M. Hord called the regular meeting of the Elevator Safety Review Board to order at 10:00 a.m.
Approval of Minutes
The minutes of the business meeting held on April 19, 2013 were approved without corrections.  Motion (I) was made by Mr. Lowman, seconded by Mr. Meeks and unanimously carried that the minutes of the business meeting be approved without corrections.
The minutes of the executive session held on April 19, 2013 were not approved and have been tabled until the next scheduled meeting.    

Chairman’s Report
Chairman Hord reported there is no Chairman’s report to offer. 

Licensing Applications

Ms. Meyers informed the Board that the new and approved applications for the elevator renovator mechanic and elevator renovator contractor will be available on the website in the near future.  Ms. Meyers also stated that a draft copy of the reciprocal application and accessibility lift mechanic application will be ready for review and presented to the Board by the next scheduled meeting.                              
Licensing Report Update

Applications/Qualifications Review Committee
Mr. Meeks reported that the Applications/Qualifications Review Committee met on this date, reviewed and approved 41 (forty-one) initial elevator mechanic license applications.  There were no elevator mechanic   applications referred to the Board for further review.  There were two elevator contractor applications reviewed and approved.  There were no elevator contractor applications referred to the Board for further review.     
Motion (II) was made by Mr. Lowman, seconded by Mr. Mendoza and unanimously carried to accept the recommendations of the Applications/Qualifications Review Committee.     

PSI Update/Testing Development   
Mr. Papavasiliou and the Board had an in depth discussion about the testing criteria for the development of the five exams.  Mr. Papavasiliou concluded at the end of the discussion that DLLR will coordinate with the panel by sending correspondence via email in order to plan the next phase of the testing development process with PSI by the next schedule meeting.
Legislative Report Update    
Regulation Action 

Proposed COMAR 09.35.04, Continuing Professional Competency Regulations

Mr. Krasnoff informed the Board that the Continuing Professional Competency Committee met in Mid-May.  The proposed regulations are ready to be posted in the Maryland Register.  Mr. Krasnoff stated that the final changes were discussed at the April 19th Board meeting which he explained in detail.  

Mr. Moran inquired as to whether or not these regulatory requirements would be applicable to other license categories since it primarily addresses only elevator mechanics. He also asked if the Board had the authority to exclude other categories from meeting these regulatory requirements.    

Mr. Krasnoff stated to Mr. Moran that it would be the decision of the legislature to dictate exclusion of a licensee category for continuing professional competency requirements.  In accordance with §12-833 (d) Continuing professional competency -- the Board shall adopt regulations to require a demonstration of continuing professional competency for a licensee as a condition of renewal.                          
Motion (III) was made by Mr. Meeks, seconded by Mr. Lowman and unanimously carried to accept the final changes to the proposed COMAR 09.35.04, Continuing Professional Competency Regulations.
COMAR 09.35.01.01, General Regulations 

Mr. Krasnoff stated that he will work with Mr. Papavasiliou to amend COMAR 09.35.01.01, General Regulations to include the Accessibility Lift Mechanic fees.    
Old Business 
There was no old business to offer.                
New Business
Licensing Considerations  
Mr. Kreseski stated to the Board that there are small “niches” outside the mainstream elevator industry that will need to be included.  The two main categories are that of Personnel Hoist installers/maintainers and Wind Tower Elevator.  Personnel Hoist installers/maintainers perform work on the interior or exterior of the building which they install, set-up the project and tear down which is not the standard but a select “niche”  will need to be licensed.  Personnel Hoist will be addressed in the A10.4 Code.  
Mr. Kreseski also informed the Board that new technology is being utilized in Western Maryland known as Wind Tower Elevators.  Wind Tower Elevators are not traditional elevators; they are a separate apparatus that will be addressed for the first time in A17.1 2013 Elevator Code under section 5.11 scheduled for publication in 2013.  Mr. Kreseski suggested that the Board should also consider regulating this type of non-standard elevator.  
Counsel’s Report 
Mr. Krasnoff stated to the Board they will be required to address the insurance requirements for Elevator Renovator Contractors.  Mr. Krasnoff suggested to amend §12-836. Insurance Requirements.  He agreed to have a draft of the language for the Board to review at a later date.       

Motion (IV) was made by Mr. Mendoza, seconded by Mr. Lowman to amend §12-836. Insurance  Requirements and unanimously carried to include Elevator Renovator Contractors.      
Executive Director’s Report

Mr. Papavasiliou inquired as to whether or not there were any other legislative proposals or amendments to regulations other than Elevator Renovator Contractor insurance requirements. 
Mr. Papavasiliou also informed the Board that the Governor passed the Veterans Full Employment Act of 2013 which Military Veterans and their families can learn more about expedited licensing.  Former Military can apply with the State of Maryland by visiting the website for more information.         

Public Comments

Chairman Hord opened the meeting for public comments. Mr. Sakowksi had inquired to the Board as to whether or not there will be renovator testing with other States.  Mr. Papavasiliou stated to Mr. Sakowski that the Board is working on the testing requirements in the State of Maryland.  If similar requirements are offered in other States then the Board will license with that State.  Chairman Hord also stated that if for example VA doesn’t license with our State then we will not reciprocate with them.

Mr. Sakowski also inquired as to whether or not renovator continuing professional competency classes should be approved by the Board prior to the individual taking the course.  Mr. Krasnoff stated that the regulations will require that courses taken by individuals should be pre-approved and taken by an approved provider unless otherwise specified by the Board.
