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JOINT MEETING
CALL TO ORDER AND OPENING REMARKS:

Commissioner of Labor and Industry J Ronals DeJuliis called the Joint Meeting of the Board of Boiler Rules and the Board of Stationary Engineers to order at 9:45 a.m. pursuant to Section 6.5-204(b)(2) of the Maryland Stationary Engineers Act.   Commissioner DeJuliis introduced the members of both boards and staff.  

REMARKS OF KYM NELSON, CHIEF OF STAFF 
Kym Nelson, Chief of Staff for Secretary Alexander M. Sanchez, Esq., welcomed the board members on behalf of Secretary Sanchez and thanked them for their dedication and service to the Department and to the citizens of Maryland.  Ms. Nelson stated the importance of the boards’ joint partnership and explained how this cooperation helps the boards to achieve their public safety function.  She also emphasized that the Department is aware that the Board of Stationary Engineers needs new consumer members and she is actively working with Summar Goodman, Special Assistant in the Office of the Secretary, to identify potential candidates for appointment.  

INTRODUCTION OF ANDREW JOHNSTON, LEGISLATIVE ANALYST, DEPARTMENT OF LEGISLATIVE SERVICES
Commissioner DeJuliis introduced Andrew Johnston, Legislative Analyst with the Department of Legislative Services.   Mr. Johnston is currently working with both boards to complete a legislative audit and review of each board, pursuant to the statutory sunset provision.  Mr. Johnston thanked the boards for their cooperation with this project and stated that he looked forward to speaking with the board members.  Mr. Johnston will complete a report for presentation to the General Assembly in the 2012 legislative session.   
RECOGNITION OF GEORGE MALONEY, FORMER CHAIR OF THE BOARD OF STATIONARY ENGINEERS 
Chairman Norris showed a Certificate of Appreciation signed by Secretary Sanchez in honor of George Maloney’s dedication and professional service to the Department and to the Board of Stationary Engineers.  Mr. Norris thanked Mr. Maloney for the wisdom and guidance that he offered to each board member during his service from 2005 until 2010,/ including as Chair.  Mr. Maloney was unable to attend today’s meeting so the board members arranged to present the certificate to him at a lunch immediately following the board meeting.  
OVERVIEW OF EACH BOARD’S PURPOSE AND MISSION AND DISCUSSION OF MAJOR ISSUES 
Mr. Gutpa, Chairman, Boiler Rules introduced the members and gave an overall view of the Board’s mission regarding public safety, usage, installation, repair, inspection code, control and guidelines to insure safety.

Mr. Norris, Chairman, Board of Stationary Engineers, introduced the members and explained that the Board administers licenses for stationary engineers grades 1 through 5, and responds to complaints about unlicensed and under-licensed individuals.  The board may take disciplinary action against individuals found to be in violation of the law and may refer complaints against unlicensed individuals to the Office of the State’s Attorney for criminal prosecution.    

DISCUSSION OF EACH BOARD’S COMPLAINT AND ENFORCEMENT PROCESS AND COLLABORATION BETWEEN THE BOARDS FOR FILING COMPLAINTS AND REPORTING VIOLATIONS
Chief Boiler Inspector Karl Kraft explained how boiler inspections are completed and what information the inspectors are able to report when they encounter a boiler or high-pressure unit that is not being operated by a properly licensed engineer.  
Counsel Kinstler advised the members of the Stationary Engineers Board’s process of the application review.
