CALL TO ORDER:

COMPLAINTS:

Mr. Smitson advised the Board that 1 complaint will be presented at the next scheduled meeting as the individual needs to report the complaint on the formal complaint form.
OLD BUSINESS:
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PRIORITY  PROPOSALS:
Mr. Norris suggested that the members present and discuss any proposals regarding the Stationary Engineers Board at the February 21, 2012 meeting.  Topics added to the list will be boiler and safety issues, qualified individuals to operate boilers, and distribute information about Stationary engineer training, education and curriculum.

Mr. Smitson advised the Board that “Notice of Licensing Requirements” should be mailed out by next week to all boiler owners with information regarding the licensing requirements for operators of equipment within the Board’s jurisdiction.

MEETING:  Labor and Industry
The Board discussed attending the meeting on January 18, 2012, “Employment Rights & Safety Forum” presented by the Division of Labor and Industry.  This Board will also set up a table in the lobby with information regarding the Board of Stationary Engineers.

NEW BUSINESS: 
Mr. Restivo presented a hand out to the members regarding the “Maryland Stationary Engineer’s Act” and HB 1589 in 2005 in reference to boilers.  Counsel reminded the members in 2008 the law changed regarding the licensing of boiler operators.

Mr. King, Deputy Boiler Inspector discussed with the Board, several issues of concern including boilers in schools, steam boilers, hot water boilers, and the training of individuals.

Counsel suggested gathering statistics on individuals requesting the examination from PSI.  Mr. Smitson agreed to contact PSI to request that a question regarding language be added to the voluntary survey at the end of the exam.

The Board approved 2 applications to take the 1st Grade stationary engineer’s examination.

The Board approved 1 application to take the 4th Grade stationary engineer’s examination.   
The Board placed in pending, 3 applications as additional information is needed. to take the examination.

The Board denied 1 application as more experience is needed to take the examination.
