CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Norris, Chairman, called the regularly scheduled Stationary Engineer’s business meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

COMPLAINTS:

OLD BUSINESS:

The Board discussed requesting this Department to contact the Director of Labor and Industry requesting the possibility of the Boiler Inspector to check the units operated by 
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stationary engineers and units not operated by stationary engineers and send a copy to this Board for review.  

RECIPROCITY:

The Board discussed the possibility of reciprocity with the District of Columbia and the State of New Jersey.  Counsel advised the Board that generally the Chair Committee will research information and report to the Board.  Mr. McLeod has agreed research information on the reciprocity requirements in this matter.  

FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS:

The Board discussed and provided additional answers to the frequently asked questions regarding Stationary Engineers.

SAFETY TRAINING:

Mr. Restivo discussed with members information in reference to the ongoing concerns of the operation of boilers and/or pressure vessels, in various counties. Also, the opportunity to offer a training program to educate operators in public Boiler safety.  Mr. Restivo has suggested that safety training for low pressure boilers be included on the Stationary Engineer’s Website for Boiler owners.  Mr. Smith has requested a change in the law to include heating boilers also.

The Board has requested Mr. Smitson  draft information requiring training for the school board recommending a certificate program for safety training  The Board also discussed  information for  safety training to operators be included in their license renewal reminder letter.

Mr. Norris has requested that the members review all information and bring any comments to the next Board meeting April 19, 2011.

CORRESPONDENCE:

Correspondence submitted by e-mail was received on February 21, 2011, requesting information on the 24-hour Computer Monitoring System.  Mr. Smitson has agreed to respond to the individual on this matter.
