CALL TO ORDER
Chairman Norris called the regularly scheduled Board of Stationary Engineer’s business meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Motion (I) was made by Mr. McLeod, seconded by Mr. Restivo and unanimously carried by the Board to approve the minutes of the business meeting with amendments.  Motion (II) was made by Mr. McLeod, seconded by Mr. Restivo and unanimously carried by the Board to approve the minutes of the Executive Session as written.    
EXECUTIVE SESSION
Motion (III) was made by Mr. McLeod, seconded by Mr. Restivo and unanimously carried by the Board to enter into Executive Session at 10:30 a.m. in the 3rd Floor Conference Room, 500 N. Calvert Street, Baltimore, Maryland 21202-3651.  This meeting was permitted to be closed pursuant to State Government Annotated Code of Maryland §10-805 (a) (8).   The purpose of the session was to consult with counsel.  
At the conclusion of the Executive Session, Motion (IV) was made by Mr. McLeod, seconded by Mr.Restivo and unanimously carried by the return to the public meeting. 
JOINT MEETING WITH BOARD OF BOILER RULES
Mr. Norris discussed with the Board the joint meeting with the Board of Boiler Rules held last month in Hunt Valley and stated that the meeting was very productive in terms of meeting the members of the Board of Boiler Rules and building a stronger relationship with that Board.  Mr. Smitson stated that this Board benefits from the cooperative working relationship. 
COMPLAINT COMMITTEE REPORT
Mr. Restivo reported that there were currently 2 open complaints that are being investigated, pending additional information from the respondents.
INSPECTIONS
Karl Kraft, Chief Boiler Inspector, explained the process by which DLLR’s Division of Labor and Industry conducts inspections of boilers and high pressure vessels.  The Safety Inspection Boiler and Pressure Vessel unit is responsible for the inspection of boilers and pressure vessels used in commercial establishments, places of public gathering, and apartment buildings with six or more units.  Inspectors will refer complaints to the Board whenever a unit is found to be operated by an unlicensed or under-licensed individual.  
Mr. Smitson suggested that the Board may wish to consider seeking authority to issue civil citations.  Such authority would require an amendment to the Board’s statute.

Mr. Restivo volunteered to contact the University of Maryland Eastern Shore and the University of Maryland Baltimore County to gain information about the apprenticeship classes and to prepare a report of his findings at the October Board meeting. 
MEETING WITH DLLR SECRETARY SANCHEZ   

Mr. Norris informed the Board that he and Vice Chair Restivo received an invitation to meet with DLLR Secretary Alexander M. Sanchez, Esq.   The meeting is scheduled for September 26, 2011.  Mr. Norris stated this will be an opportunity to share the Board’s procedures, priorities and concerns.  

EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR
Mr. Smitson informed the Board the Division has approved hiring an Executive Director for this board and the other mechanical boards. Commissioner Botts is working on this process.  
REVIEW OF DRAFT NOTICE
The Board reviewed a draft of the Notice of Licensing Requirements for owners and operators of boilers and plants of machinery.  The notice is meant to inform owners and operators of the State’s licensing requirements.  Following a discussion, Motion (V) was made by Mr. McLeod, seconded by Mr. Restivo and unanimously carried by the Board to approve the Notice, with corrections, and to post it on the Board’s webpage and to send it to the owners of facilities in the State that have boilers or machinery of 30 horsepower or more and in excess of 15 psi.  Deputy Boiler Inspector Smith agreed to provide the list to the Board. 
WEBSITE UPDATE
Mr. McLeod requested that the conversion chart be added to the Board’s webpage. 

ADJOURNMENT
Motion (VI) was made by Mr. McLeod, seconded by Mr. Restivo and unanimously carried by the Board to adjourn the meeting at 12:00 p.m.
