CALL TO ORDER
Chairman Norris called the regularly scheduled Board of Stationary Engineer’s business meeting to order at 11:25 a.m.   
MINUTES
Motion (I) was made by Mr. Restivo,  seconded by Mr. McLeod and unanimously carried to approve the minutes of the June 19, 2012, business meeting as amended. 
OLD BUSINESS:
The Board discussed continuing education credit hours and examination credit hours.  Mr. Wodka agreed to collect continuing education information and complete a report for the November meeting. The Board suggested contacting the community colleges to gather information regarding the courses offered for stationary engineers.    

Mr. McLeod reviewed the examination application form and suggested several changes to the application: removing the reference to the grandfather provision and adding instructions regarding demonstrating equivalent work experience that is satisfactory to the board.   
Proposed Legislation:

Counsel Kinstler presented the proposed legislative language to correct the exclusion of the master restricted refrigeration licensee for the qualification to sit for the Stationary Engineer Grade 1 or 2 license, where all other categories of the HVAC master restricted licenses are included by amending Section 6.5-303(c) of the Business Occupations and Professions Article, Annotated Code of Maryland. 
CORRESPONDENCE: 

The Board received the following letters and emails:
Stationary Engineer License

An individual who was approved to take the grade 3 exam asked several questions regarding the exam process and the steps for obtaining a grade 2 license.  Following a review of the email, the Board responded that the individual may apply to take the grade 2 exam by submitting documents demonstrating sufficient qualifying experience.

Course Credits
An individual who is a building engineer would like to obtain a grade 3 license and asked several questions.  Following a review, the Board responded that the Board may credit one year of experience to an individual who has successfully completed a 6-credit hour course and passed an exam based on the course, and the Board reviews the curriculum and finds it satisfactory for granting credit.

Operation of Machinery
An individual requested clarification of COMAR 09.17.02.08 and its application.  Following a review, the Board responded that this regulation only applies to restarting and shutting down machinery and does not apply to its operation.  The Board requested more information in order to respond to the writer’s questions.  

Continuing Education Credits

An individual who works in the testing department of a course provider requested that the Board pre-approve its courses.  Following a review, the Board responded that it does not pre-approve any courses.  

NEW BUSINESS:  photos on license
The Board discussed issuing licenses with the licensee’s photo attached to the license.  The Department is able to issue black and white photographs based upon the picture that is taken of each candidate at the time of the exam.  Motion (II) was made by Mr. McLeod, seconded by Mr. Restivo and unanimously carried to issue black and white pictures on the licenses at this time while the Department continues to explore enhanced license options, including color photos and e-licenses.
