CALL TO ORDER

Christopher Schein, Chairman, called the meeting to order at 1:30 p.m.

MINUTES

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COMPLAINT COMMITTEE REPORT

12-LA-03 - Offer consent order and fine.

CORRESPONDENCE


Ms. Trust noted that a letter was received from the Severn River Commission February 8, 2012 stating that they will allow professional land surveyors and landscape architects to certify erosion control plans in the Severn River Watershed but they will not change their law.  This change is the result of the Boards' outreach.
LEGISLATIVE UPDATE

The Board discussed the timeline for continuing professional competency legislation.  Ms. Trust stated that the draft bill must be submitted to the Secretary's office by August 1, 2012 and will be pre-filed.  If the bill passes, the law will become effective on October 1, 2013.  

Ms. Trust updated the Board on the status of the firm permit bills.  The changes to the Landscape Architect law will be grouped together with the Architects' and the Land Surveyors' law changes into one bill.  Most of the current law will go unchanged.  The draft legislation contains language that will add penalty fees for reinstatement of the firm's permit, enforcement capability, and enhance requirements for the firm's officers and responsible member.  The Professional Engineers' Board will not be included in this bill.  They may introduce a separate bill.  


Motion (III) was made by Mr. Adams, seconded by  Ms. Tansey to move forward with the firm permit bill.
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OLD BUSINESS

CPC Committee


A committee of representatives from the Board, ASLA, and the University of Maryland has been formed to draft regulations to implement CPC.  They will use the Professional Engineers' CPC regulations as a guide.  The first meeting of the committee will be determined at a later date.  Ms. Trust noted the regulations should be promulgated by the Board no later than the effective date of the legislation.

Ms. Edwards reported to the Board that the Landscape Architect Exam application and the Reciprocity application are now available online in downloadable word format.
