Motion (III) was made by David Chenowith, seconded by Captain Reagoso, and unanimously carried to accept the recommendations of the Incident Committee.

PILOT COMPLEMENT REPORT


Captain Nielsen reported that arrivals in 2011 are 6% ahead of last year at the same time.  Shifts for 2011 show an increase of 6% over last year.  Cargo reports for 2010 indicate that cargo has rebounded to 2008 levels.  There was an increase in foreign cargo also.  

The “Pilots Years of Service” report indicates that 20 pilots have enough years of service to retire at anytime.  The “Pilot Ages” report shows the number of pilots broken down by age categories.  There are a large number of pilots 55 years of age and older.  The next report projects the number of pilots who could retire each year through 2020.

The next report, “Proposed Pilot Complement”, projects the number of pilots-in-training needed in order to keep the present complement at 67. Captain Nielsen stated that two pilots-in-training were selected to start training in 2011.  The Association recommends that no additional trainees start the training program this year.   At this time, the Association recommends that four trainees start in 2012 and four in 2013 to maintain the required complement.    


PILOT-IN-TRAINING SELECTION COMMITTEE


Captain Michael Prenger reported that the selection committee met on May 24, 2011 and reviewed 54 applications.  The committee selected 32 individuals to interview.  Interviews will be conducted on June 29th, July 6th, and August 8th.  
WORK RULES COMMITTEE


Chairman Schulman reported that the Association has not submitted any proposed changes to work rules affecting pilot list administration, appointments, assignment intervals, or relief pilots.
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QUALIFICATION COMMITTEE


Chairman Schulman reported that William Smith, Richard Morrison, and Bryan Grube are qualified, upon completion of training on August 1, 2011, for 42’ unlimited pilot licenses.  Motion (IV) was made by Captain Prenger, seconded by Mike Reagoso, and unanimously carried by the Board to approve the upgrades.
OTHER BUSINESS


Eric Shea, Pilot-in-Training, was introduced to the Board.  He stated that he started the training program on May 1, 2011.  He is a 2007 SUNY graduate and has experience working on ocean liners carrying cargo for the military.

There being no further business, motion (V) was made by David Chenowith, seconded by Captain Nielsen, and unanimously carried to adjourn the meeting at 10:50 a.m.
