NEW BUSINESS
Introduction of New Investigator


Ms. Edwards introduced the new investigator, Ms. Michelle Macer, to the Board.

Ms. Macer informed the Board of her investigative background experience.  Ms. Edwards stated that Ms. Macer has already began working on cases and following up on delinquent fines.
Meeting With PE Exam Applicants
Mr. Parris J. McGhee-Bey


Mr. McGhee-Bey appeared before the Board to discuss how he can convey to the Board his updated work experience to be able to qualify to sit for the Principles and Practice of Engineering exam after several unsuccessful attempts to pass the exam.  Mr. McGhee-Bey explained in detail his work history from the date of his previous application to the present.  He also informed the Board that he has obtained study materials from NCEES to enhance his possibility of passing the exam.  Mr. Farinas stated that when a new application is submitted, he should submit copies of all courses that he has taken and submit a detailed account of engineering work that he has done since his last application.
Syed Rizvi

Mr. Syed Rizvi appeared before the Board to discuss the denial of his application to sit for the Principles and Practice of Engineering exam.  Mr. Rizvi brought in additional samples of work and other documentation for the Board to review.  Mr. Farinas stated that the only issue with the previous samples was that he could not determine if the samples were of work performed by Mr. Rizvi.  Mr. Rizvi was informed that his application will be reviewed again at the next meeting.  
Ned Aridi


Mr. Ned Aridi appeared before the Board to discuss the denial of his application to sit for the Principles and Practice of Engineering exam.  Mr. Farinas stated that he recused himself in the review process since he used to work with Mr. Aridi.  Mr. Aridi stated that he did not feel that he should have been denied to sit for the exam because he had been approved previously to sit for the exam and that his work experience more than 
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qualified him to sit for the exam.  Chairman Harclerode explained to Mr. Aridi the Board's policy on an applicant who has failed the exam three times.  Mr. Aridi informed the Board of his work experience and additional education since his last application.  Chairman Harclerode stated his near completion of a Masters Degree in Business Management would not count since the degree is not in engineering. Mr. Aridi requested that he be allowed to sit for the exam on October 27, 2012, but was told that was an impossibility.  Mr. Aridi showed the Board the study materials that he obtained from NCEES and stated he will be submitting documentation of engineering courses that he has completed.
Report of Joint Chairs Meeting

Chairman Harclerode stated Board that the Joint Chairs met on September 13, 2012.  It was reported that the fund balance is approximately $240,000.  He stated that the boards are breaking even at the end of the fiscal year which may gradually result in an erosion of the balance.  The boards need to keep a close watch on the fund balance.  


Chairman Harclerode also reported that the Joint Chairs discussed whether a "retired" status licensee should serve on the board.  This situation has occurred on one of the design boards and the joint chairs were asked to discuss this issue with their respective boards.  After discussion, the P.E. board members decided that all professional board members should hold an active license.


Lastly, the joint chairs discussed the move towards paperless board meetings.  It was noted that the cost of feasibility of different options are being investigated.

Structural Examination

Chairman Harclerode stated that when the Board implemented the structural engineering exam, it did not establish any criteria for applicants other than the existing criteria for the professional engineers exam.   He stated that the pass rate is very low and that some states require an applicant to already be a licensed P.E. in order to take the structural exam.  Chairman Harclerode asked if the Board wants more stringent requirements.  Ms. Perrin stated that the Board had previously decided it would not require any more than any other discipline.  The Board discussed this issue and decided it would not require special structural experience to take the structural exam.  

NCEES Award Nominations


Chairman Harclerode nominated Mr. Farinas for the NCEES Distinguished Service Award and the Board concurred.  Mr. Farinas nominated Chairman Harclerode as President-Elect of NCEES and the Board concurred.  Chairman Harclerode stated that M.L. Love of the South Carolina Board was nominated for Vice President of NCEES Southern zone.
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OLD BUSINESS

Update on Staff Issues

Ms. Edwards reported that there is no new information regarding the IT position.

Update on Electronic Signatures

Chairman Harclerode reported that he has contacted Adobe about the encrypted signature and that the municipalities are asking for submission in PDF format.

Legislative Update

Ms. Trust reported that the  draft bill to make changes to the language in the law regarding the exam is in the Governor's office.
CORRESPONDENCE

Fax from Lonnie Vincent regarding Sealing Requirement

The Board reviewed a fax from Lonnie Vincent dated October 3, 2012 regarding sealing requirements.  He wanted clarification on what types of documents are required to be sealed and are there any specific types of projects which are exempt from sealing requirements.   Mr. Mongan stated that sealing requirements would be up to the code officials and the clients.  Ms. Trust will be drafting a response to Mr. Vincent.
E-Mail from Douglas Bittinger Signing/Sealing of Documents

The Board received an e-mail from Douglas Bittinger dated October 5, 2012 regarding the Engineers' seal.  He wanted to know if there is a state law requiring an engineers' seal or signature be placed on a set of drawings to the municipal approval agency and if the size or type of the project was a determining factor.  Ms. Trust will draft a response.
