BACKGROUND INFORMATION:


Under current law, Local Workforce Investment Areas may use up to thirty percent (30%) of local WIA Adult and Dislocated Worker allocations for expenditures from the other funding stream. The State of Maryland recently requested a waiver to allow additional flexibility in transferring expenditures between the two funding streams. This request is consistent with one of the improvements that the Administration is seeking through WIA Reauthorization.  Accordingly, DOL approved this waiver request to be effective July 1, 2007 through June 30, 2009. This waiver applies to PY 07 and PY 08 WIA Adult and Dislocated Worker funds.
Under the Waiver, local Workforce Investment Areas may transfer up to one hundred percent (100%) of expenditures between WIA Adult and WIA Dislocated Worker programs, pending state approval. 

ACTION TO BE TAKEN:


Expenditures transfers may only be made between funding streams from the same program year. Requests for the transfer of expenditures under the waiver must be submitted in writing to DLLR, within the following timelines: Requests to transfer PY 07 expenditures must be submitted by 




03-31-09. Requests to transfer PY 08 expenditures must be submitted by 



05-31-09. A justification for the transfer of expenditures is required. If the 



transfer exceeds fifty percent (50%), you must provide an explanation
showing how services will be provided to the targeted population and what funding sources will be used.   

The local Workforce Investment Area must submit a written request including a justification to request the transfer.
