CORRESPONDENCE

Roger Lewis letter

Mr. Lewis wrote the Board to suggest that the Board consider a retired status category for architects in Maryland. Mr. Lewis says he no longer pursues day to day design practice but does participate in other activities directly related to his professional status. He points this outs a serious dilemma for senior architects in similar situations.

After some discussion, The Board asked counsel to revisit the regulations and to draft proposed language for a retired status.

NEW BUSINESS
Continuing Education Audit Update


Chairman Cho asked what progress was made with the CEU Audit. Mr. Parr explained that even though the offices identified a few cases that did not fully meet the requirement, the Board have not acted.
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He Parr also conveyed that the joint chairs are discussing this issue as at least 2 other design boards require continuing education and it is being considered. It is the joint chairs desire to have a  uniform procedure for non-compliance. He provided the Board with a chart of guidelines for Board action for non-response or non-compliance. That list proposed action from fines for deficient units to suspension of licensure for total non-compliance.

 The Board established that a written policy will be put into place and that policy will establish uniform guidelines as set froth by the joint chairs.
Vice Chair Election

Motion (II) was made by Mr. Stephens, seconded by Mr. Parker and unanimously carried to appoint Paul Edmeades as Vice–Chair to the Board of Architects.

NCARB Annual Meeting Report

Mr. Parker and Mr. Edmeades reported on NCARB annual meeting held in June in Pittsburg. 


All of the resolutions were voted on as expected. Notably, the 6-month rule that requires an IDP intern to document IDP activity within 6 months of earning it or loose it, with a provision for a conditional extension) was passed. NCARB Model law also passed.
 The Board is really excited that Andrew Prescott, past Board member has been elected to first Vice President of NCARB. Mr. Prescott moves to this position from Treasurer.
Chinese Delegation Visit


Mr. Parr also informed the Board to expect this delegation to visit as they did a few years ago. More information will be provided as it is available. The Board expressed support for hosting this delegation depending on the details of the visit.
Action on Proposed Regulations

After a brief discussion, the Board approved the draft of Comar 09.210.01. The draft represents a complete re-write of the entire chapter. General Regulations.
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Motion (IV) was made by Mr. Stephens, seconded by Mr. Ey and unanimously carried to propose the amendments.
